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Health status
1. Morbidity
1.1.Communicable Diseases

According to Health Annual Report Palestine 20184, vaccination coverage levels are one of the best
indicators of the health system performance. Therefore, MoH provides all the needed services to
ensure that immunizations for each child according to the national immunization schedule are
granted.

In 2018, Ministry of Health has achieved remarkable successes in confrolling several infectious
diseases. No cases of leprosy or diphtheria have occurred in Palestine since 1982. No cases of polio
have been reported since 1988. No cases of rabies or cholera have been reported despite the
presence of these diseases in neighboring countries.

Poliomyelitis & Acute Flaccid Paralysis (AFP): Poliomyelitis became under control since the MoH was
able to prevent and eradicate the disease with no cases recorded since 1988.

Measles: In 2017, there were 63 cases of Measles reported in Palestine at a incidence rate of 1.42 per
100,000 population, Where all cases in West Bank, 56 cases were recorded in Jenin governorate, 4
cases in Yatta and One case in Nablus, Salfit and Ramallah & Al Bireh. In 2018 no cases of measles
were reported in Palestine. (Figure | - 61)

Tuberculosis: In 2018, 18 cases of tuberculosis were reported in Palestine with an incidence rate of
0.39 per 100,000 populations, of which 7 cases were reported in West Bank with an incidence rate of
0.27 per 100,000 of populations and 11 cases were reported in Gaza Strip with an incidence rate of
0.57 per 100,000 of populations. In 2018, 12 extra-pulmonary tuberculosis cases were reported with
an incidence rate of 0.26 per 100,000 populations, of which 8 were in Gaza Strip and 4 in West Bank.

Meningitis

Viral (Aseptic) Meningitis: In 2018, there were 894 cases of Viral Meningitis reported in Palestine, of
which 404 cases in West Bank and 490 cases in Gaza Strip. The incidence rate was 19.6 per 100,000
populations, while in West Bank it was 15.3 per 100,000 populations, in Gaza Strip 25.4 per 100,000
populations. (Figure | - 65)

Bacterial Meningitis: Bacterial meningitis is caused by different types of bacteria (Haemophilus
Influenza type B, Neiseria meningitides, Streptococcus pneumonia, and other types of bacteria).

Meningococcal Meningitis: This type of meningifis is one of the most important infectious diseases
known to humans. In 2018, there were 48 cases of Meningococcal Meningitis reported in Palestine,
of which one case in West Bank and 47 cases in Gaza Strip. The incidence rate was 1.1 per 100,000
populations, while in West Bank it was 0.04 per 100,000 populations, in Gaza Strip 2.4 per 100,000
populations. (Figure | - 66)

Haemophilus Influenza type b Meningitis: In 2016 two cases were reported in Ramallah and Al Bireh
governorate and North Gaza Governorate. In 2017 and 2018, there were no reported cases of
Haemophilus influenza meningitis.

Other types of Bacterial Meningitis: Various types of bacteria, especially Streptococcus pneumonia,
cause inflammation of the meningitis in Palestine. In 2018, 323 cases reported with an incidence rate
of 7.1 per 100,000 populations. The reported cases in West Bank were 117 cases with an incidence
rate of 4.4 per 100,000 and in GS 206 cases with an incidence rate of 10.7 per 100,000 populations.

Viral Hepatitis A: Viral hepatitis A is considered as one of the most common diseases and a major
cause of viral hepatitis in the world with a direct correlation with age. In 2018, 717 cases of hepatitis
A were reported with an incidence rate of 15.7 per 100,000 populations, of which 208 cases in West
Bank at an incidence rate of 7.9 per 100,000 population and 509 cases in Gaza Strip at an incidence
rate of 26.3 per 100,000. (Figure | - 68) Most cases of viral hepatitis A occur in early childhood and are
asymptomatic.

Epidemiology of Sexual Transmitted Diseases (STDs) in Palestine

Etiological Diagnosis: During 2018, there were 14,273 cases among females in West Bank, where the
incidence rate of infection was 1,102.5 per 100,000 of the total number of women in West Bank,
diagnosed according to the causes. The number of registered cases among males was 340 with an
incidence ratfe of 25.3 per 100, 000 male.

Syndromic Diagnosis: In 2018, 36,776 new female cases of sexually transmitted diseases were
recorded in West Bank, which were diagnosed using syndromic approach with an incidence rate of
infection of 2,840.7 per 100,000 of women in West Bank. On the other hand, the number of cases
among males was 329 with an incidence rate of 24.5 per 100,000 males. Epidemiological surveillance
system of sexually tfransmitted diseases in Palestine is still in need of furtherimprovement. In this regard,
there is a need for more community awareness and the development of the capacities of human
resources working in this field, especially in Gaza Strip.

COVID 19: Coronavirus disease 2019 (COVID-19) is an infectious disease caused by severe acute
respiratory syndrome coronavirus 2 (SARS-CoV-2).
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behavior, physical inactivity and poor eating habits. This also contributes to increased rates of
cancer, cardiovascular disease, diabetes and mental disorders.

Cancer: In 2018, 3,479 cancer cases were reported in West Bank, of which 3,102 cases were
diagnosed in 2018 while the other cases were previously diagnosed. Comparison of the 3,102 cases
diagnosed in 2018 with 2,923 cases diagnosed in 2017, shows an increase by 5.8% in cancer cases.

Diabetes Mellitus: In 2018, the new reported diabetes Mellitus cases in MoH PHC diabetes clinics in
West Bank were 5,555 cases with an incidence rate of 210.7 per 100,000 populations, distributed to
2,420 cases among males with an incidence rate of 180.4 per 100,000 populatfions and 3,135 among
females with an incidence rate of 242.2 per 100,000 populations.
